Lifting of Level S Covid 19 Restrictions and what they mean for our faith community:

50 are permitted to attend Mass. As with previous reopening for Mass, the following protective
measures continue to apply:

2m social distancing guidelines adhered to (members of the same household can sit/stand
close together)

Wearing of face coverings
No congregation by people outside the Church before and after any service

Seats must be sanitised after each gathering. Your help in this regard would be greatly
appreciated.

It is advised that other religious ceremonies such as First Holy Communions and Confirmations
should not take place at this time.

50 guests permitted at the wedding (civil or religious).

For celebrations/receptions, a maximum of 25 people are permitted for indoor gatherings.
